Marc Conway has owned his `57 Custom 300 for 15 
years, and drives it often when the weather permits.   
Marc is currently gathering pieces for a new Y-
Block. 

John Gambill is the Vice president of `57 Fords Inter-
national, and owns this exceptional example of a Cus-
tom 300.  It was purchased from upstate New York, 
and has never been apart.  A repaint several years ago 
remains it 

This one is for the drags.  It is a rare Hilborn stack 
injection setup.  It is a mechanical injection unit, 
however is readily converted to DFI for daily street 
use.   

This Custom Fordor belongs to Don Kramer.  He has up-
graded his `57 to a 302 and au 
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Y-Block Accessories , cont’d :Induction 
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This is a McCulloch supercharger setup.  We know them 
now as Paxton, and these have powered many a Ford to 
impressive times at the track. 

Another view of the Y with the supercharger 
Another view of the supercharged Y.  Note the bonnet and 
ducting from the compressor.  Also note the filter housing 
behind the bonnet.

As seen below left, Edelbrock also made a great looking set of aluminum rocker covers. 
Original issue Ford look nice in chrome, as seen below right.
