     Since this will be the first event on the west coast, it will be a show and shine 
only, with trophies and dash plaques being awarded to participants.  The venue is 
still being discussed right now, but wherever it takes place, it will be an all Ford 
event.

Low Mileage Custom

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     I received a letter from our Tech Advisor and member John Gambill the other day with these photos.  It 
seems John has sold his F-code Custom 300 to a collector out west, and has purchased this very clean, 
original, and very low mileage Custom to replace it.  This car, now showing only 13,800 miles, was bought 
new in 1957 by a woman who was trading in her old faithful Model A on the all-new, modern `57 Ford.  
The original 223 Mileage Maker 6 cylinder is still in the car, really not even broken in yet.  The engine and 
under hood area are clean as the day they left the dealer.  John says that, though the six is nice, and all origi-
nal, it will be replaced by his F-code 312, which he retained from the sale of his F-code Custom 300.  Be 
sure to check the classified section for items from this low mileage Custom which John will be selling. 
     Moving rearward, we step into the interior of this fine `57, where we find the original upholstery, with 
not s much as a wrinkle in the seat covers, nor a tear in the headliner.  The dashboard features a heater con-
trol and not much else, as the original radio and clock delete plates are in place.  The steering wheel is as it 
left Ford, with no cracks from age and use showing.  The chrome looks like it just came from the platers, 
still shiny and bright. 
     The trunk area is just as nice as the rest of the car, with the Burtex mat still in one piece, original jack, 
base, and handle still retained by the original hardware.  This car is nice, to put it simply. 
     The wheels are by Superior, one of the many five-spoke designs produced in the `60s.  Sometime in the 
late `90s, Superior started producing these wheels again, and the former owner purchased a set and put them 
on the `57 with new tires.  These are the only deviations from stock on this car for now.  These will  be

     John has found a super example of the `57 Ford Custom series, and now, in his hands, it will become 
even more refined.  With John and his sons detailing skills, this will be one Custom to watch in the coming 
year, it will most definitely be a looker.
